AWARDS: 
 Largest Fish of Other Species: bluegill, catfish, largemouth bass. 
 Funniest Catch - from the lake: shoes, watches, glasses, etc 
 Prize for the Largest bag of trash - from the lake & woods 
 
WHAT TO BRING: 
 Fishing rod and reel 
 Tackle  (hooks, small sinkers, lures, etc.) 
 Bait  (Powerbait works well) 
 Fish Stringer 
 Scissors or pocket knife, needle nose pliers, cleaning knife 
 Cooler & ice 

RULES 
 Each participant must stop fishing when they have caught their limit 

of 6 trout. Parents must let Cub Scouts catch their own trout. 
 Cub Scouts may compete as individuals only where a family has 

more boys than adults. Each team is a pairing of 1 youth & 1 adult. 
 Teams and individual participants must weigh their fish once they 

finish or catch their trout limit. 
 Other Fish species:  Cub Scouts & adults can keep any non-trout fish 

(bluegill, catfish, largemouth bass) they catch, but must stop fishing 
when they catch 6 trout. 

 Only trout count toward the prizes. 
 Only bank fishing is allowed.  No boats or wading. 
 Limit:  80 fishermen.  Registration is 1st Come-1St Serve.  Registrants 

over 80 will be placed on a waiting list. 
 Fishing at Camp Tahuaya is off limits except at Cub Scout Trout-O-

Rees, Boy Scout-Venturing Trout Tournaments, Cub Scout Resident 
Camp, & Boy Scout Summer Camp.
